Tim is being transferred to the spinal unit at Oswestry today. 

His groom Kristyn Kemp told H&H: “He’s stable and everything’s moving, which is great. I spoke to him this morning and he sounds ok — but says he’s a bit sore.” 

Tim tweeted: "I am ok apart from the two fractures in my neck. I will know more after today's move to Oswestry spinal unit. I have movement and feeling."
